APPENDIX B:
METHODOLOGY AND DEFINITIONS

The 5-year Graduate Follow-up survey gathers data regarding the activities and perceptions of
students five years after graduating from a Wisconsin Technical college. The primary objective

of the survey is to examine changes in selected characteristics, employment, and educational
circumstances five years after graduation to assist in planning, marketing, and evaluating technical
college programs. The information in this document may be useful to help students make career
choices, to help instructors determine the effectiveness of teaching, and to ascertain the need for

revision in various program curricula.

In spring 2020, the Wisconsin Technical College System (WTCS) Office generated a list of 2013-14
graduates as recorded in that year’'s Graduate Outcomes survey. The colleges then surveyed these
graduates through June 2020. A total of 25,845 graduates were surveyed System-wide, with 6,308
responding, resulting in a 24 percent response rate. Response rates varied significantly among
colleges. These responses were submitted to the WTCS office for compilation of this System-wide

report. A copy of the survey instrument is included as Appendix C.

The median salary for graduates of a given program was calculated based on respondents who

were employed full-time in jobs related to their training. The median salary is the mid-point of

salaries reported, with half of the salaries below, and half above the mid-point. A minimum of

three employed-related respondents must have reported their salary in order for a median to
be published. If there were no survey responses for a program or fewer than five graduates in a

program, then no labor force or employment data is published, indicated by an asterisk.

Throughout this report, percentages may not total 100 due to rounding.
