Wisconsin's technical colleges offer a variety of certificates and degrees that
build on each other, giving you more options for progressing at your pace.
You can advance in your job or move between institutions to gain additional
credentials or degrees.

TRANSFER CREDITS INTO A TECHNICAL COLLEGE

If you previously attended another college or university, you may be
able to transfer credits, receive existing credits or earn new credits for
skills and knowledge you gained at that college. Wisconsin's technical
colleges also grant college credit for career-related learning, work
experience and military service.

TRANSFER CREDITS INTO A UNIVERSITY
(program specific or liberal arts)

All 16 technical colleges have program-specific transfer agreements
with four-year private colleges and universities and the University of
Wisconsin System as well as some colleges and universities in

other states.

All Wisconsin's technical colleges also offer an Associate of Arts or
Science degree (may also be called University Transfer or Liberal Arts
Transfer) and if eligible, you'll receive junior status when transferring
into a college at the University of Wisconsin System.

You should verify your credit transfer status with both institutions
before assuming you will qualify.

PROMISE PROGRAMS & OTHER SCHOLARSHIP OPPORTUNITIES
